Case study 1: Green extractivism in Chile
Green extractivism is not systemic ecological transformation.

Green extractivism is a high-intensity, export-oriented extraction with environmental and human rights
impacts. Renewable projects (wind, hydro) generate local conflicts.

Case study 2: Traditional extractivism in Uganda
Analysis of civil society strategies and the role of the EU CSDDD in the context of the EACOP
oil project

Examines how actors along the global value chain respond to conflicts, seek corporate accountability,
and use transnational regulation as a lever for a just transition.
